We 
travel and stop to live where 
we can work. We came to 
Shropshire because there is 
one of the few sites where 
Gypsies are allowed to stay.”

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Name Krystyna Tomczak  
Country of Origin Poland  
Moved to Shropshire in 
1947 
“I moved to Shropshire when 
I was only a baby. My family 
came here because my father 
was part of the Royal Air 
Force during the Second 
World War. Like many Polish 
families we stayed in England 
because we had no home to 
return to in Poland. Our 
homes had been destroyed by 
the German and Russian 
occupation in the war.”
